About the Project
The main purpose of the project is to create a context for 6 European schools from very different backgrounds to share knowledge and practice related to KEY Competences issues and methods of tackling them. It is necessary to make sure that the needs of today's society are adequately addressed, and continue to inspire and influence quality and inclusive education, training and lifelong learning across Europe. Education and training have a crucial role in enabling young people to develop these competences, giving them the best possible start in life and learners need excellent educators to develop the broad set of skills and attitudes they need both for life and future work.

The project is aimed mainly at students, who will be involved in all the stages of the project – preparation, exchanges, dissemination and exploitation activities. The target group of students is 15-18 years of age. They are a mixture of various nationalities, social and economic backgrounds, religions, mixed abilities students, both high and low achievers, rural and urban areas.

to improve communication, interpersonal and intercultural competences, the awareness of shared values, social and IT skills in multicultural contexts.

in order to explore better ways to equip pupils with the Key competences, short-term exchanges of groups of pupils and short-term joint-staff events will take place in each partners ‘school.

The Czech students from ŠMVV Praha will prepare the following:

● 1x presentation on: “My Country” with information such as: Basic facts, History, Geography, Economy, Culture, Interesting places to visit, etc. (text and pictures) + a video (time 10 + 5 min.)

● 1x presentation on: “Our School and Education system” 
   + a video (time 10-15 min.)

● 1x presentation on: “Literacy Competence” - includes different kinds of skills such as reading, writing, processing the information, ideas and opinions; decision-making and problem-solving skills.

A few questions: 

What is literacy competence? Why is it so important? What are the main causes of Literacy?

How can we solve literacy problems? What are the qualities or characteristics of a functional literate person?

What are the 7 stages or elements of information literacy? ( Reading literacy, Critical literacy, Digital literacy, Media literacy, Visual literacy, Information literacy, Game literacy).
How is functional literacy best defined, What are multiple literacies?

● 1x presentation on: “Multilingual Competence” - The aim is to widen linguistic awareness and to develop the basic idea of a foreign language. 

What does it mean to possess multilingual competence?

How do children, adolescents and adults acquire multiple languages? 

How do the use of multiple languages affects a person’s linguistic skills and awareness.

How multilingual competence changes through the lifespan.
